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Everyone, picture in your mind a big red button.  

This button is an emergency stop button.  

Now keep it there.

Let us say you are having a bad day.  

You can press the big red button to stop it immediately.  

Now you have the time to correct all the issues, concerns or problems before you continue with your day.

Wouldn’t that be great?

Now let’s say you are working in the field or office and you see something that is dangerous, or someone who is about to be hurt.  

You can press the button and correct the issues, concern or problems before someone gets hurt.

Wouldn’t that be great, too?

Well I have news for everyone.  When it comes to your safety or the safety of others, we all have a big red button.  It is called speaking up.  If you see something dangerous or someone who is about to be hurt, stop the work or inform the fellow employee about it before the accident happens.  It is that simple.  

Everyone who works for URS has the ability, right, and responsibility to do just that. STOP WORK to correct unsafe conditions and/or unsafe actions.  Sometimes we may not be able to correct the issues immediately, but we don’t start working until it is safe to do so.
