
FIRE SAFETY 

· Every home should be equipped with smoke detectors on every level, particularly outside sleeping areas.

· Test your smoke detectors monthly and replace the batteries twice a year – when you change your clocks. 

· Keep fire extinguishers in the kitchen and garage, near the furnace, or anywhere else a fire may start. And know how to use them!

· Cooking fires are common.  Avoid grease build-up in the kitchen and on appliances.  And don't leave food cooking on stovetops unattended.

· Inspect wires for potential fire hazards.  If any appliances have worn or exposed wiring, don’t use them! 

· Have your chimney inspected and cleaned annually. 
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
