· Protect or shut down ducts and conveyors that might carry sparks to distant combustible material

· An appropriate fire extinguisher is located in the hot work area

Fire Watch
Maintain fire watch throughout work.  Watch must be maintained uninterrupted throughout lunch, breaks and ensuing shifts.  Complete inspection of work area and adjacent areas must be conducted every 30 minutes for between 1 and 4 hours after work is complete.  The plant manager or supervisor will determine the appropriate length of time a fire watch is to be maintained depending on the type of hot work conducted and the fire potential.
